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In the June 2008 Newsletter update the Newsletter update the Newsletter
story was that as a result of the last Ontario 
Municipal Board (OMB) decision in Janu-
ary 2008, Trident was in a position to move 
ahead with its plan of subdivision for the 110 
approved lots bordering on Limerick and St. 
Ola lakes. A major concern of the Limerick 
Waterways Ratepayers Association (LWRA) 
was that the requirements of the subdivision 
agreement would be carried out as required 
and vetted by the appropriate bodies. Much 
of the responsibility for this oversight would 
lie with Limerick Township Council for en-
suring all the provisions as outlined in the 
agreement were policed and followed to the 
letter of the development agreement.

Over the summer Trident did move for-
ward on some of the required documents 
ï for example, a stormwater management 
plan and a plan for the beach, recreation 
area and docking facilities ï but both were 
reviewed and found to need further work 
which has yet to be completed. 

What Trident did not do was complete the 

wetland remediation in 2008 as required 
by the OMB even though they had every 
opportunity to do so. In addition, as things 
dragged along over the summer, the original 
Draft Approval date of June 16, 2008 had to 
be extended several times.

The LWRAôs representative, John Sewell, 
took the matter of the lack of wetland reme-
diation to the OMB and eventually worked 
out an agreement by which the Board and 
Trident agreed to the following provision:

Thanks to Ken and Mirja 
Wollens for their efforts to organize and to 
all those who volunteered and participated.  
We have approved the race for 2009, so look 
for details in our spring newsletter.

3) LWRA Annual Picnic:  A good time was 
had by one and all.  The new kidsô games 
were well received thanks to the efforts of 
Angela Leo and Angela Jaciw-Zurakowsky 
and her team of volunteers.

 ñan extension of Draft Approval to Mon-
day, June 15, 2009 é Such an extension 
is conditional upon Trident implementing 
the remediation plan for the wetland and 
road right-of-way, to the satisfaction of Mr. 
Sewellôs clients, prior to the ý nal approval 
of the Plan of Subdivision and Plan of Con-
dominium.ò 

This gives Trident yet another window of 
opportunity in the spring of 2009 to do what 
they were supposed to do by this fall. 

Trident will not be able to request approval 
of their Plan of Subdivision until they have 
restored the wetland to the speciý cations in 
the report. And, there is a new end date next 
June and there should be no further reasons 
for extensions after that.

Another positive development has been an 
agreement that the Township hire planner 
Peter Josephs to provide oversight on all the 
requirements that Trident has to meet before 
they get ý nal approval. John Sewell has 
asked Josephs to review the 29 conditions 
attached to both the Plan of Subdivision and 

those attached to the Plan of Condominium 
and to report on the status of each condition. 
Josephs has agreed to do this so this should 
ensure that what has to be done is being 
done.

During the summer as well, your OMB 
Committee met with two of our town-
ship councillors ï Brian Cofell and Dean 
McNeill ï with the goal of improving our 
communications around Trident matters as 
they arise at council. These were very useful 
meetings as we had an opportunity to learn 
more about how council operates and how 
we can usefully stay in touch with council 
business.

For the future, it would appear that the 
steps are in place for the resolution of all 
the remaining items for approval of the 
110 lot subdivision by June of next year but 
there is still the question of the 30 or so lots 
within 300 meters of Limerick Lake. At this 
point, there is no indication as to what action 
Trident may take but watch for news on the 
LWRA website and in the spring newsletter 
of 2009.
